Are there other costs? In addition to an instrument and tuition, you will need an instruction
book- “Essential Elements”, shoulder rest, rosin, and a music stand. Cello students will need an
endpin stop.

Join us at one of our Parent Orientation dates
to talk with MSO staff, purchase equipment and ask questions!
